Company Environmental Management Practices

Merlex Stucco, Inc. is committed to being a responsible corporate citizen.  The Company strives to achieve environmental management practices that exceed industry standards.  Specifically, these practices include:

1) Recycled Content:  Merlex bags are manufactured using wood from 100% sustainable forests.  The Company also offers cash rebates to customers who return pallets to the plant for reuse; this satisfies 90 percent of our annual pallet needs without the need for purchasing new pallets.  Pallets, drums, and sacks used in our operation are returned to the manufacturers for recycling, as well.  In our production process, all dust is captured and recycled into the process.
2) Sustainability is a Central Corporate Value:  Merlex sources raw materials from nearby vendors in order to reduce transportation-related air pollution.  And Merlex Stucco is made using plentiful raw materials, not harmful chemicals.
3) Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan:  Merlex has a comprehensive policy for preventing runoff from plant facilities from picking up pollutants and carrying them into rivers and the ocean.  This includes the use of a consultant, frequent sampling and inspection, spill containment measures, and thorough sweeping of the entire premises.  All employees are trained on this plan regularly.

4) Waste Minimization Plan:  One of our top corporate goals every year is to minimize waste haulage.  This means that all dust collector streams are recycled into the product, returned or off-spec product is re-processed and sold as reblend, used bags are baled, and all returnable materials are returned to manufacturers for recycling.  In 2003, plant waste was reduced by 50 percent, and we have kept plant waste at 2003 levels as we have grown in years since then.

5) Air Quality Management:  Merlex complies with all applicable South Coast Air Quality Management District requirements.

6) Natural Ingredients:  Merlex’s stucco products contain only naturally occurring ingredients – sand, cement, limestone, clay, and natural organic pigments.  There are no chemical additives to be concerned with on the job site.  A well-trained plastering contractor can ensure that no job site contamination occurs when using Merlex’s stucco products.
